Looking back on the time when | storted working as the coor-
dinater and biologist af Turtle Foundotion's Boavista project
in 2007, many things seemed easier thon they are fodoy. Bock
then, our main task wos to stop the rampant poaching of nest-
ing loggerhead seq turtles on the beaches. With the help of
night-time beach patrols supporfed by the Cape Verdean rmilf-
fary, this mission seemed to be quickly accomplished.

However, the work just seemed simpler becguse we fought
only one of the many threats to the survival of the seq turtles
—aibeit the most urgent at thot time. In the meantime, we got
the big picture, and todaoy we are using more holistic strate-
gies. Drones with a thermal imaging camero are Lsed now to
protect the beaches, and sgon specially frained conservation
dogs will help to trock down turtie poachers and their contra-
bond. Through cooperotion with research insiitutes ond our
own investigotions, we continuously learn new aspects about
the biclogy and behavior of the sea turtles and can adapt our
strategies to the findings. Teday we work hand in hand with other organi-
zations to join forces. Mast important, however, is the invalvement of the
focal populotion in seg turtle prateciion, which is critical to the success of
conservotion efforts. For exomple through information and environmen-
tol education, but obove all through direct porticipotion and improve-
ment af living conditions, we seek n the long term to inevitably improve
the general attitude and motivation towurds the profection of sea turties.
This is the direction we are now also going in our projects in Indonesia.

Turtle Foundation is anm internatonal assocla-
tion of closely linked organizations dadicated to
the protection of sea turtles and their habitats,
It currently consists of six national bodies regis-
tered in their respective countries as charitable,
tax-exempt organizations under local laws: Tur-
tie Foundaton {TF) Germany (since 2000), TF
Switzerland (since 2006), TF USA (sinca 2008), TF
Cape Verde (since 2012; local name: Fundocdo
Tartarvga), TF Llechtenstein {since 2014}, and TF
Indonesia (since 2018; local name: Yayason Penyu
indonesial. In addition in Germany, the friends
associaton Turtle Foundotion Friends e. V. |s reg-
istered as a non-profit, tax-exempt organization.
Turtle Foundation primarily conducts operation-
al activiies and currently runs two conservation
projects in Indonesia and one in Cape Verde. Our
aim is to prevent the imminent extinction of sea
turtles, to enable re-growth of the depleted pop-
ulations back to healthy levels, and to prevent
mistreatment of sea turties. We foster the sus-
tainability of our conservation projects by envi-
ronmental education activities and by programs
to create alternative income opportunities for the
local populstion, with a focus on environmental-
ly compatible and sustainable use of coastal and
marine habitats.

Yoyasan Penyu Indonesio (YPI; Turtle Foundation
Indonesia}) was founded in 2015 in Indonesia as
the sixth Independent national Institution of
Turtle Foundation; the charter
was signed on 27 July 2018, After
many years of involvement in this
country, this step finally became
possible due to recent changes in
the local legal situation.

Turtie Foundation concentrates its
activities and funds primarily an
its own projects. In exceptional
cases, however, we also support
external sea turtle conservation
infdatives that are particularly
outstanding for thelr activity and
impact through financial contri-
butions. In 2018, one such project
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The logos af Turtde Foundation (interngbional), Fundacio
Tartaruga {Cope Verde) and Yayasan Penyu Indonesia
{Indonesia).

was the turtle rescue Initiative of Lampedusa Turtfe
Rescue. |n the high-traffic waters around the Medi-
terranean island of Lampedusa, sea turtles are fre-
guentiy injured by boats, ships, and fishing hooks.
The organization, which has been operating purely
on voluntary basis for 30 years, cares for around
200 injured turtles per year and runs regional edu-
cation and awareness programs.

PROJECTS 2018
Indonesia, Derawan archipelago

Project background

The conservation praject on the Derawan Islands
in the Berau district of the Indonesian prov-
ince of East Kalimantan on Borneo has been in
place since the formation of Turtle Foundation
in 2000. There, the sighth largest nesting area
of the green sea turtle {Chelonio mydaos) in the
world is located, spread over several islands. The

population Is currently only about 10% of the
population 70 years ago and is still threatened
by illegal collection of its eggs. In addition, the
hawksblll turtle {Eretmochelys imbricota) lives
in the coral reefs of the archipelago, anly rarely
nesting on the isiands. These animals are threat-
ened with extinction, but they are still heavily
hunted: jewelry is made from the turtle's shell,
smaller animals are often stuffed as wall decora-
tions and Illegally offered for sale.

Since the year 2000, rangers engaged by Turtle
Foundation have protected important nesting
islands of the archipelago from egg theft: first
Sangalaki, and from 2008 also Bilang-Bilangan and
Mataha, In 2012, the protection of Sangalaki was
taken over by the local nature conservation au-
thority BKSDA, while Turtle Foundation continued
work en Bilang-Bilangan and Mataha. The con-
sarvation measures on the islands were carried
out by local organizations, which were supporied
technically, logistically and financlally by Turtle
Foundation. Since the beginning of the project
until the end of the cooperation with the local
implementing organization BLB in Ociober 2017,
the hatching of approx. @ million young turtles has
been made possible; most of which would other-
wise have ended up in the cooking pots while stll
in the egg stage.

In Indenesia, Turtle Foundation has been waork-
ing closely with the renowned Indonesian animal
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and species conservation organization Profouna
for many years. In recent years, special financial
and technical support for Profoung has been
provided for intensive cooperation In the Berau
project, particularly in environmental educatian,
public relations, advocacy, and investigative re-
search,

New caonservation project on Belambangan

We unfortunataly had to terminate our coopera-
tion with the implementing project partner BLB in
October 2017, Since then, BLB has tried to main-
tain the protection project an Bilang-Bilangan and
Mataha on its own, but its success is at best un-
clear. To avoid conflicts, we therefore decided in
November 2018 to concentrate our efforts on as-
tablishing a new cohservation project on the hith-
erto unprotected nesting island of Belambangan.
We have been endeavoring to do this for years,
but it has not been possible for financial reasens.
The majority of the turtle eggs still illegally traded
in the reglon come from this island, whare about
15% of the Derawan archipelago's green sea tur-
tle nesting activity takes piace. The new conser-
vation program is being st up with the approval
of the local government through our new Indone-
sian subsidiary YPI.

In recent years, due to political and legal impon-
derables on Sangalzki as well as on the neigh-
boring Eslands Bilang-Bilangan and Mataha, a
situation has arisen which clearly guestions the
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Trock of o green 520 turtle an the beoch of Belfombongan thot nested the
night befare.

As has been observed regularly for
several years, some consumption
of turtle meat occurs in the Barau
region, especially on New Year's
day. In 2018, however, we were
no longer able to directly detect
such an incident. thahly, a vid-
eo and a brochure produced hy
Profauna warning of the dangers
of poisoning after eating turtle
meat (chelonitoxism) contributed
to this encouraging development.
Furthermore, during an official
action in December 2018, sbout
3,600 poached turtle eggs were
confiscated.

effective protection of the green sea turtles nest-
ing there. We will continue to lock for ways to im-
prove the situation.

Investigation and threat onalysis

In 2018, Profounc was commissioned by Turtle
Foundation to carry out on-site investipative re-
search into the current threats fo the |local sea
turtie and other marine fauna.

A veritable ecological disaster is

caused by illegal fishing with ex-

plosives in the coral reefs of the
archipelago. In 2017, in August and September
alone, we observed 140 cases and reported them
to the authorities. As 2 result, the local police and
navy carried out several intervening operatons.
Additionally, former bemb fishermen were inter-
viewed far finding ways to support people who
had dropped out from this activity. In 2018, bomb
fishing incidents decreased significantly as a result
of these measures.

Environmental education, public relations, and
advocacy

Profauno regularly visits schools and other educa-
tienal institutions in the Berau district to discuss
nature conservation and the situation of the sea
turtles. In a total of 30 school visits in 2018, 1,760
pupils, students, and apprentices were reached. A
series of videos, brochures, and info-graphics on
various environmental topics were produced and
distributed. Numerous discussions were held with
stakeholders from government and communities
on lssues of appropriate protection of the breed-
ing istands, but also on general questions of local
nature conservation in order to raise awarensss
for the interests of sea turtles and marine conser-
vation.

Protection of hawksbill sea turtles
A varyserious prablem in the De-
rawan archipelago Is the hunting
af hawksbill turtles, from which
stuffed specimens or turtle shell
jewelry are produced and sold
to tourists. Since 2014, Turtle
Foundation has been increasing-
ly committed to the protection
of the local hawksbill turtles. Rel-
evant markets and shops in the
region were regularly inspected
and lllegal sale of hawksbill turtle
products was reported to the au-
thorities. In December 2018, an
official confiscation action took
place on the island of Derawan.
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Overall, trade in hawksbill turtle products ap-
pears to have significantly declined in the Berau
region.

Indonesia, Sipora

During an investigation into the coensumpton of
turtie meat and eggs in the Mentawal archipela-
go off West Sumatra, In late autumn 2017 we dis-
covered on the remaote island of Sipora a nesting
beach of the leatherback turtle that was unknown
to the outside world until then — the beach of
Buggeisiata. Little is known about the local pop-
uiation of this largest sea turtle species. it Is part
of the regianal subpopulation of the northeastemn
Indian Ocean, whose main nesting areas are the

Hotchery gnd reiegsed featherbock turtle: hotchiings on the beoch. of
Fuggeisiata on Spor.
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Andaman and Nicobar Istands, and which is most
likely threatened with extinction.

Unfortunately, we realized that both eggs and
the nesting animais were consumed almost com-
pletely by the local people: In cooperation with
the nature conservation autharity BA5PL Padang
on Sumatra, we initiated a conservation project
for this exceptonal nesting beach. Special empha-
sis is placed on the integration of the local com-
munities. In the 2017/2018 nesting season, &5
leatherback turtie nests were counted; this does
not seem much compared to the nest numbers
of the other projects, but every egg counts for
these highly endangerad animals. Unfortunately,
26 nests were stolen because the heach is very
long, impassabie, and therefore difficult to moni-
tor. Two nests were flooded, but 34 nests could be
transferred in time to a hatchery, where the eggs
could develop protecied against theft. The three
remaining nests developed on the beach under
natural conditions. The project continued with
the start of the 2018/2019 nesting season last
October. The beaches are patrolled every night by
staff of Turtle Foundation and local rangers. Nest-
ing and biometric data are collected in a standard-
ized manner, and turties are tagged td learn more
about this newly discovered population in order
to further enhance protection measures. No nest-
ing leatherback turtles have been killed on this
beach since the start of our activities.

For the first time in Indonesia, we have started
to establish and use a series of metal tags regis-
terad In an International database at the Univer-
sity of Florida. In cooperation with the Ministry of
Marine Affairs, it is planned to extend this series
gradually to all turtle projects in Indonesia. Fur-
thermore, we have initiated a cooperation with
the Indian Dokshin Foundation, which runs a pro-
tection program for leatherback turtles on the An-
daman Islands. In December, the Indian biologist
Adhith Swaminathan visited the island of Sipora
with the gim to synchronize the methods of data
collection and tagging between the two projects.
These measures to protect the particularly rare
leatherback turtles wera officially approved in Oc-
tober 2018 by a cooperation agreement between
Yayasan Penyu Indonesia and the Ministry of Ma-
rine Affairs.

Cape Verde

Project background

The Island country of Cape Verde off the coast of
West Africa is home to the world's third largest
nesting population of the loggerhead sea turtle
(Caretio caretto], of which about twe thirds nest
on the Island of Boavista. The population is clas-
sified as "endangered" and Is one of the 11 most
threatened sea turtle popuiations in the waorld.
The most serious threat is poaching of females
that come ashore to nest. However, illegal hunt-
ing at sea, unwanted by-catches
in fishing operatons, pollubon at
sea and on the beaches, and un-
contralled tourism development
are also large contributors to sea
turtle and hatchling mortality.
Alarmed by the report of 1,200
turtles killed on Boavista's beach-
es in 2007, Turtle Foundation
launched its conservation project
on Boavista in 2008.

Since 2017, the cooperation with
the locally active conservation or-
panizations Cabe Verde Noturg
2000 and BIO3.CV has been inten-
sified within the framework of a
special funding program by the
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Swiss nature conservation organization MAVA
Fandation peur lo Noture through defining
cross-sectonal tasks, sharing responsibilities, and
thus, creating valuable synergies. Turtle Founda-
tion took over the direction of development coop-
eration, while Caobo Verde Notura 2000 and
BiOS.CY are responsible for the coordination of
scientific work {Naturg 2000} and envirenmental
edueation (BI05.CV).

Protection of nesting beaches

The core activity of Turtle Foundation and its lo-
cal sister organization Fundogde Tortaruga is the
protection of nesting beaches through night pa-
trols of local rangers and Iinternational volunteers
during the nesting season from June to end of
October. In 2018, we protected about 40 kilome-
ters of beach from poaching. The patrols were
carried out through five temporary field stations
{beach camps), and two groups from the villagss
of Povoacio Velha and Bofareira that were sup-
ported by us financially and logistically {communi-
ty-based conservation projects).

After the number of nesting turtles on Boavis-
ta had already reached record levels in the pre-
vious two years, there was another unexpected
increase in nesting activity in 2018 — by a factor
of three! The reasons for this dramatic increase
are not yet clear and are currently the subject of
intense discussion among experts. In total, we
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counted 17,181 nests [2017: 5,65ﬂ} an the beach-
es we managed, which were laid by about 3,430
individual animals (2017: 1,130). The protection
of these large numbers of nesting turties posed
great logistical challenges for our teams, but these
could be successfully managed. Although the ab-
solute number of proven cases of poaching in-
creased slightly to 35 (2017: 21) due to the high
number of turtles, which provided many poaching
opportunities, the documented poaching rate of
1.0% of the total number of nesting female turtles
was significantiy lower compared to 2017 (1.9%),

In addition to the regular beach patrols, our
new project for combating poaching by means
of beach surveillance with a night vision drone
played a major role in deceasing the poaching
rate, For this project, a special team was tralned,
which was supported and accompanied by the
local police. During the nesting season, over 70
night missions were carried out monitoring se-
lected beaches particularly affected by poach-
ing activities, including the high-density nesting
beaches managed by Cabo Verde Naturg 2000 in
the East of Boavista. There, we achieved a reduc-
tion inrecorded poaching from 214 cases in 2017
to only 35 in 2018, corresponding to a reduction
of 84%!

To protect nests exposed to particular threats
(large hotel complex on the beach, exceptionally

high predation by crabs), we have increased the
capacity of our hatcheries on the beaches of Boa
Esperanca in the Morth and Ponta Pasgueira in
the Southeast of the island. A total of 428 nests
were relocated (2017: 196 nests) and more than
24 800 hatchlings were released Into the sea. The
hatching rate achieved (approx. 75%) was sig-
nificantly higher than that of nests |eft at beach
{33% average hatching rate at Agua Doce and Boa
Esperancal.

The turtles are not anly threatened on the beach-
es by poachers, but are aiso caught off the coasts
by fishermen. Tha extent of thase catches is not
yat clear, but there Is avidence that the success-
ful protection of beaches is increasingly shifting
poaching pressure to the sea. In 3 pilot study com-
missioned by us, the influence of artisanal fishing
on loggerhead sea turtles in their mating areas off
the East coast of Boavista was investigated for the
first time. The results of this study will helpg us to
deepen our relationship and cooperation with the
local fishermen.

Dota collection and research

Since 2010, nesting turties have been measurad
and tagged to gather information that is import-
ant for planning further conservation strategies.
in the 2018 nesting season, a record number of
2,068 turtles was newly tagged. On the other
hand, only about 200 animals tagged in previous
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years were encountered. The high number of an-
imals tagged to date by Turtie Foundation and
other organizations would suggest a significantly
higher rate of returning animals. The situation
observed could indicate that a high percent-
age of the animals chserved in 2018 nested on
Boavista for the first time; however, data are still
being evaluated. In addition, a research group
at Quean Mory University Lendon, In collabora-
tHon with Turtle Foundation, worked on scien-
tific studies on various topics [migration routes,
genetic and ecalogical diversity of the Cape
Verdean nesting population, parasite infestation
and its effects).

Community engagement

Only if we succeed in creating 2 common future
for people and sea turtles will our work be suc-
cessful. Turile Foundation engaged the experi-
enced community coordinator Carla Corsino, who
started in cooperation with the local communities,
and as part of the MAVA funding, a comprehen-
sive participatory development program in spring
2018. The activities started with an analysis of the
needs and wishes of the pepulation, for which
public meetings were held in different communi-
ties. Based on the results, we developed a plan of
20 individual projects, which are grouped under
the following six categories:

* Training to increase skills and competencies

* Promotion of creative and sports skills among
children and youth

» Training In organic farming

» Training in food processing and product diver-
sification

* Aids and investment grants for the purchase of
equipment for professional purposes

* Promoting healthy lifestyles, safety, and com-
munication in the community and at work.

Examples include the purchase of bicycies for chil-
dren in the village of Cabeca dos Tarafes to help
them get to school safely and attend school regu-
larly, a preject to produce organic soap and natu-
ral eosmetics, the purchase of agricultural equip-
ment, and an integrated water spotis program for
local children, most of whom have not yet learned
to swim properly.

In addition, the proportion of Cape Verdeans di-
rectly invalved In the conservation project also in-
creased. in total, including the community-based
projects on Boavista, 53 people were employed
either year-round or seasonally {mostly rangers),
88 (95%) of whom were Cape Verdeans. |n ad-
dition, 51 volunteers participated in the project,
with 47 of them eoming from different European
countries and 4 Cape Verdean residents. While
the forelgn volunteers financed their stay them-
selves and supported the project with 3 financial
cantribution, the lodgings and meals in the camps

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were free of charge for local volunteers as part of
our support program.

Public relations and environmental education
The coordination of environmental education and
the implementaticn of most of the related proj-
ects was taken over by the organization BIGS.CV
in the course of the new division of responsibili-
ties. Accordingly, for the first ime since 2010, the
"School in Mature" program was no longer carried
out by us. Comparable educational events for chil-
dren and young people were held in the BIOS.CV
camp on the beach of lodo Barrosa.

In cooperation with the German conservation
organization Akfionsgemeinschaft Artenschutz
{AGA) a poster exhibition on the topic "Threats
and Protection of Sea Turtles” was publicly pre-
sented at Boavista on various occasions in differ-
ent locations. This exhibition was developed by
AGA, and was adapted by us to the situation in
Cape Verde and translated into Portuguese. Two
additional sets of this exhibition were made avall-
able free of charge to the conservation projects
on the neighboring islands of 5al and Maio.

Advocacy

The Fundagio Tartaruga/ Turtle Foundation is an
active founding member of the Cape Verdean
network for the protection of sea turtles TAOLA
(Tartgrugo Kriolg). The annual conference of
TAOLA members was arganized by Fundocto Tor-
torugo on Boavista in April 2018,

Sea turtles have been |egally protected in Cape
Verde since 2002, but the killing of animals has
only been classified as an administrative offence
and was only rarely officially prosecuted. Since
May 2018, however, a new law has been In force
that defines the killing of sea turtles, as well as
trade and consumpticn of turtle products as an
afficial offence and impeoses severs fines and

prison sentences. Together with the other TAOLA
meambers, Turtle Foundation played a significant
role in the creation of this law.

In the course of the nesting season 2018, the first
arrests and prosecutions of poachers an the basis
of this new law took place on the Islands of 5al
and Santo Ant3o.

The audit was performed by officially authorized revisers from Prefera
Audit AG (Grossfeldstrasse 40, 7320 Sargans, Switzerland; www. prefera.ch), Below is the official English
translation of the original audit report written in German:
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PROJECT PLANNING 2019
Indonesia

Setup of the protection project on Belambangan
Uin the so far unprotected Derawan isiand Belam-
bangan, a guard station will be buiit and operated
in coordination with the local government. The
station will enable and ensure the permanent
presence of 4—6 rangers on the otherwlse unin-
habited Island. The rangers will monitor the nest-
ing beaches of Belambangan all year round and
protect both nesting turtles and their nests from
poachers. They will also collect basic data on the
nesting activity of the animals according to the
standard protocols.

Pubiic relations ond environmental education
School visits and presentations will be held to raise
public awareness.

Protection of hawkshill turtles

it is not only in the Dermawan archipelago that
hawksbill turtles are threatened by hunting for
their shell and to produce stuffed specimens; the
problem affects the whole of Indonesia. To save
Indonesia's hawksblll turtles, we are launching a
nationwide campaign to reduce both demand for
and trade in such products. The project is carried
out in cooperation with the US-American initiative
"Too Rare to Wear" and is managed from Bali.

Protection of the leatherback turties on Sipora
The protection program for the leatherback turtles
nesting beach Buggelsiata, Sipora, will be contin-
ued in cooperation with the local nature conser-
vation authority BPSPL Padang. The involvement
of the local population will be further deepened
through direct activities In the project, environ-
mental education, and supportive measures. The
survey for further nesting areas of leatherback tur-
tles on the west coast of Sumatra and on offshore
islands will also be continued.

Cape Verde

General strateqy
The extended funding by the MAVA Fondation pour
fo Nature will be evaluated this year, and the re-

sults will be incorporated in a new three-year plan
(2020—2022). We expect the cooperation with the
organizations BIOS.CV and Cabo Verde Naturg 2000
to continue, as the synergies created will enable an
mncrease in the efficiency of nature conservation
work, environmental education, and development
cooperation on Boavista.

Protection of nesting beaches

The protection of nesting beaches by night patrols
will cantinue in the established manner. To this end,
five temporary beach camps will be set up during
the nesting season and the two community-based
conservation projects in the villages of Povoacio
Velha and Bofareira will receive financial, technlcal,
and logistical support. The night vision drone proj-
ect started in 2018 will be reviewed in light of the
experience gained. It will be continued in coopera-
tion with the national police in order to further curb
poaching by deterring and, if necessary, prosecuting
perpetrators. At the same time, the conservation
dog project will be further developed; the search
dogs Karetta and Kelo, which are still in taining, will
be brought fram the training-center in Switzerland
to Boavista for the first time in 20159, These alter-
native protection technigues should halp to reduce
the number of the personnel- and cost-intensive
beach patrols in the meadium term.

Data coffection and research

Supported by a scientific coordinator, the organi-
zation Cobo Verde Notura 2000 will direct the sci-
entific activities of the individual organizations and
standardize the data collecton and evaluation on
Boavista. Meanwhile, Turtle Foundaton and Queen
Mary University of London will continue to work to-
gether on further studies.

Community engagement

The community development projects to involve
and motivate the local population in nature con-
servation started in 2018 by our new community
coordinator will be continued; further projects will
be starfed. These include increasing the safety of
fishermen at sea by eguipping them with life jack-
ets and promoting an agricultural cooperative for
the commaon use of agricultural machinery, In 2015,
we will also earry out a study to determine the eco-
nomic value of sea turtles. The aim is to demon-
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strate that the protection of sea turtles through em-
ployment opportunities in nature conservation and
ecotourism {turtle watching) is more lucrative than
their ane-off "use" as meat source.

Public relations and environmental education
General activities in the field of public relations and
environmental education are organized by 2/0S.CV
within the framewaork of the ongoing distribution of
cross-secHonal tasks among the local conservation
organizations. Additional activities will be carried
out by us, in particular those where the conserva-
tion dogs Karetta and Kelo can be involved as am-
bassadors for nature protection.

The implementation of all scheduled measures be-
vond direct protection work will depend on avail-
obie finances.
